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The Parish of Sonning

The ancient parish of Sonning, originally extending from Sonning Common to
Sandhurst was one of the great blocks of land handed over to the Church in
the 7th century. In 909 A.D. Sonning with Ramsbury, became a separate
bishopric, the Bishop of Ramsbury/ Sonning maintaining a riverside Hall in the
village. In 1075 the see was transferred to Old Sarum, ultimately Salisbury,
whose bishops had their own Palace on the same site as the Saxon Hall until
1574, when the manor was transferred to the Crown.

St Andrew’s Church in the heart of the village was founded in Saxon times -
probably by Birinus, first bishop of Dorchester-on-Thames. It was largely
rebuilt in 1852, during the incumbency of Canon Hugh Pearson; it was he who
founded the Sonning Parish Magazine in 1869.

The White Hart Hotel, now known as The Great House, and partly 17th
century, stands on the site of older buildings including the home of 'Elias the
Ferryman' mentioned in a deed of 1100. The French Horn Hotel, in Sonning
Eye, was built in the 1880s in front of the original old inn - now Bridge House
- and its farm buildings. The Bull Inn, belonging to the Church, was originally
known as Church House, a guesthouse for pilgrims to medieval St Sarik's
Chapel in St Andrew's. Also adjoining the church is Deanery Garden one of Sir
Edwin Lutyen's best-known country houses built at the turn of the century,
just above the site of the ancient residence of the Deans of Salisbury who
regularly visited Sonning, the parish being a ‘Dean’s Peculiar’.

Sonning Mill produced a regular supply of flour from Saxon time until 1969,
after which it was converted into a ‘Dinner Theatre’, the first of its kind in
Britain. The Pearson Hall is the principal venue for village functions

Within the village boundaries lie the Reading Blue Coat School at Holme Park
(once the home of the Lord of the Manor) Sonning Church of England Primary
School, King George's Field and other sports grounds, and Reading University
Farm - all of which help to preserve the rural atmosphere of Sonning, the
centre of which is now a conservation area.

The civil parish of Charvil is of relatively recent origin but the land on which
it lies has long been part of the ecclesiastical parish of Sonning. In the 18th
and 19th centuries it consisted of Charville Farm and a few cottages, which
lay between the villages of Sonning and Twyford and adjacent to the London
to Bath highway.

The development of Charvil began between the two World Wars, particularly
after the new A4 road was constructed in the 1920s bypassing Twyford, and
was accelerated after 1945. To meet the needs of this increasingly large
community, St Patrick's dual-purpose Church and Hall was consecrated and
opened in 1952; it remains within the ecclesiastical parish of Sonning. It was
considerably extended and refurbished in 2001.

If you would like to see what the Sonning Eye gravel pits might eventually
look like, once extraction is completed, then come to The London Wetland
Centre at Barnes for the afternoon of Sunday 22 June leaving Sonning at
11:30 and returning at 6:00.

The newest of 9 wetland centres owned and managed by the Wildfowl and
Wetlands Trust in the UK and opened in 2000 the centre is the brainchild of
the late Sir Peter Scott. Alastair Driver advised on the overall design,
management and monitoring of the site for many years and he and a
volunteer warden will show us around. Situated on the Thames flyway for
migratory birds the Centre is hugely popular with birdwatchers. Its state of
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the art visitor centre and children’s activities enhance this. Other features
include a huge glass viewing observatory, several large bird hides, including
a three-storey hide with lift for the disabled, an excellent restaurant, and
an interactive discovery centre.

The 43 hectare site is split into the “Wildside” where birds are free to come
and go and where native UK wetland habitats dominate, and the smaller
“World Wetlands” area, where you can see very rare and exotic wildfowl
from around the world in sympathetically designed enclosures.

Following David’s funeral, various suggestions to create a lasting memorial
to him have been made. Some of us felt there was a need to pull together
the ideas so that the community and David’s many friends and colleagues
could contribute to a project agreed by his family. As a result, a small group
has been formed from David’s family, Thames Street residents, the
Scarecrow Committee, Parish Council, Produce Show Committee and the
Berkshire College of Agriculture, where David was Head of Horticulture,
with Malcolm Stansfield as chairman.

Money has already been donated by Thames Street residents to plant a tree
in the vicinity of Thames Street. The Parish Council has offered the area in
front of the Great House beside the river should Thames Street residents
wish to use this location.

As a councillor, David had been working enthusiastically on a major tree
planting project to redress the loss of trees in Sonning due to age, disease,
housing development, etc. The major element of this project was an avenue
of Plane trees by the University Farm on the A4 from Hawthorne Way to the
Wee Waif. In David’s own words “it is an opportunity to do something for
the benefit of future generations”. This would need the Borough Council,
with whom initial discussions have been held, to agree. This avenue would
be a wonderful memorial to David and one which Catherine would dearly
wish to see realised.
